to be Adopted at the General body meeting held on 10.9.2023 at Varanasi
Demand to the Central Government:

1. Reservation in promotion to OBC candidates.

Withdraw privatisation of public sector undertakings / govt. departments including Banks, LIC,

Railways etc.

Caste census to be conducted immediately

Reservation on Private Sector.

5. To Withdraw the DOPT order dated 06-10-2017 relating to equivalence of posts affecting OBC
employees working in public sector banks.

6. To remove Creamy layer concept for OBCs and till such time it is done, the OBC certificate issued by
authorities should be valid for a minimum period of 3 years and income ceiling should be revised.

Demands to the Bank Management:

1. Management to consider conducting quarterly meetings with OBC association at central office and
Zonal / Regional Level.

2. Inrespect of considering request transfers to our members and giving postings on promotions, we
request the Zonal and Regional Managements to act impartially for better co-ordination and co-
operation.

3. Transfer policy should be formulated for women officers in banks as per Union Finance Ministry
instructions.

4. Relaxations and concessions given to office-bearers of other Associations in transfer policy
must be extended to office bearers (both All India and State level) of OBC Welfare
Association.

The following issues and demands were discussed in the conference
on 9th Sept 2023 at Varanasi -

DEMANDS UNION GOVERNMENT TO:

® STOPPRIVATING PUBLIC SECTOR Undertakings / Departments.® CONDUCT CASTE CENSUS including OBCs.
ABOLISH CREAMY LAYER concept imposed on backward classes (OBC). ® RAISE THE ANNUAL INCOME
CEILING ON CREAMY LAYER, from Rs.8 lacs to Rs. 15 lacs. till abolition of creamy layer concept for OBCs.
® SAPARATE MINISTRY for OBC communities. ® RESERVATION IN PROMOTION TO OBCs. @ All direct
recruitments including to the posts of Deputy Secretary and Joint Secretary should be done thro' UPSC by
implementing the reservation policy of the Union government. ® REMOVE 50% CEILING on reservation and
reservation percentage for OBCs at 52% should be given to OBCs in education and employment opportunities in Union
Government as per Mandal Commission report. ® 10% reservation for EWS among upper castes to be abolished.

® RESERVATION IN JUDICIARY AND PRIVATE SECTOR for backward classes as per Mandal Commission
recommendations. ® Adequate budget allocation for OBC welfare and special component plan for OBC category
should be created in Union Government budget. ® According to the Apprentice Act 2007 (Apprentice Act OBC
reservation amendment Act 2007) which was passed by both houses of Parliament, reservation of OBC seats should be
implemented on the basis of state population (for example: 76% in Tamil Nad State and Pondicherry).

® |n all the State/Regional level recruitments conducted by the Union Government, minimum of 27% guaranteed by the
Supreme Court judgement should be implemented. Wherever the reservation percentage of OBC/SC/ST combined is
less than 50%, to that extent, the reservation percentage should be increased beyond 27% for OBCs.

@ Inspection of all rosters / registers maintained by the Union Govt. departments and PSUs. by OBC associations to be
permitted. ® Branches of National Backward Commission (NCBC) should be set up in each state capital. W
